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In pursuance of the provisions of clause(3) of Article 348 of the Constitution,the Governor is
pleased to order the publication of the following English translation of notification no. 6369/IX-Aa-1-
339DA-83 dated, December 22, 1999 :

Dated Lucknow, December 22, 1999
IN exercise of the powers under section 55 read with section 39-A of the Uttar Pradesh Urban
Planning and Development Act, 1973 (President's Act no. 11 of 1973) as re-enacted and modified by the
Uttar Pradesh President's (Re-enactment with modifications) Act, 1974 (UP. Act no. 30 of 1974 )and in supersession of
all existing rules and notifications on the subject, the Governor is pleased to make the following rules :

THE AGRA DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY (ASSESSMENT AND
COLLECTION OF TOLL) RULES, 1999
1. (1) These rules shall be called the Agra Development Authority (Assessment and collection of Toll)
Rules,1999;
(2) They shall be applicable to Agra Development Area ; and
(3) They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication on the Gazette.
2. In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context -
(a) "Development Area" means the development area declared under section 3 of the Uttar
Pradesh Urban planning and Developement Act, 1973;
(b) "Place of popular resort" means such ancient and historical monuments and other buildings as
are specified under rule 3;
(c) "Toll Barrier/Post" means the place where the work relating to assessment and collection of
Toll shall be undertaken.
3. The following ancient and historical monuments are hereby notified as place of popular resort for
purpose of these rules :
(1) Taj Mahal
(2) AgraFort
(3) Sikandra
(4) Etmadduddaula
(5) Fatehpur Sikri
4. (1) Toll shall be charged from every visitor to any place of popular resort at the specified in
Column(G) of the schedule below rates :-

(2) Before entering a place of popular resort, every visitor shall stop at the Toll Barrier/out Post and
buy a ticket after paying the admissible toll.

(3) Every visitor shall show the ticket on demand by any checking staff of Agra Development
Authority.

5. (1) Toll shall not be realised at the places of popular resort during day time on any one day of the
week, as may be declared for the purpose by the Vice Chairman, Agra Development Authority in atleast
two news-papers having wide circulation in Agra.

(2) The following classes of visitors shall be exempted from the payment of Toll :-

(a) Children upto age of 15 years ;

(b) The President of India, Vice- President of India, Governors of States, Lieutenant Governors,
Chief Commissioners and Members of the Government of India as also the State Goverment;

(c) The checking staff of the Agra Develpment Authortiy;

(d) The Officers and employees of Government who shall visit such places for work or checking,

(e) The guests of Government of India and the State Government who shall be very important
persons;

(f) Such persons as may be treated appropriate for being exempted by the Vice-Chairman, Agra
development Authority;

(g) Guides and photographers licenced by the Archeology Department of the Government of India.

Provided that-

(1) This exemption shall be admissible to the persons actually working as guide or photographer.

(2) No person shall be entitled to enter the places of popular resort unless he has purchased the
prescribed ticket after paying the requisite toll;

(3) Such a ticket shall be used once only. The sold ticket or its coupon shall be non-transferable and
toll paid shall be non-refundable.
