In exercise of the powers under clause (c) of sub-section (2) of section 55
read with sub-section (2-B) of section 15 and section 20-A of the Uttar Pradesh
Urban Planning and Development Act, 1973 (President's Act no. 11 of 1973),
the Governor is pleased to make the following rules with a view to provide for levy
of special amenity fee in development areas and improvement and maintenance
thereof, namely:-

The Uttar Pradesh Urban Planning and Development (Assessment, Levy and
Collection of Special Amenity Fee) Rules, 2024

Shorttitle, . 1. (1) These rules may be called the Uttar
commencement Pradesh Urban Planning and Development
and application (Assessment, Levy and Collection of Special

Amenity Fee) Rules, 2024,

(2) They shall come into force with effect from the
date of their publication in the official Gazette.

(3) They shall be applicable to all development areas
where the Government has, by notification in the
official Gazette, declared its intent to undertake
special amenity projects under the provisions of the
Act.

Definitions - 2. (1) In these rules unless the context otherwise
requires,—




(a) "Act"means the Uttar Pradesh Urban
Planning and Development Act, 1973 and
subsequent amendments thereof;

(b) "Applicant" means any person or body
making an application under section 150f the
Act to obtain building permit or development
permit;

(¢} "Authority” means the Development
Authority constituted under section 4 of the
Act;

(d) “Building permit" means authorization to
proceed with construction or reconstruction of
a specific building at a particular site in
accordance with the building plan approved
by the Authority;

(e) "Development permit" means authorization to
proceed with development or redevelopment
of a specific parcel of land in accordance with
the lay-out plan approved by the Authority;

(f) "Government" means the Government of
Uttar Pradesh;

(8) "Special Amenities Development
Fund" means the fund established under
section 20-A of the Act;

(h) "Vice-Chairman" means Vice-Chairman of
the Development Authority.

(2} All other wordsand expressions used and not
defined in these rules but defined in the Act shall
have the same meanings as respectively assigned to
them in the Act.

Levy of special 3. (1) The special amenity fee shall be flevied in
- amenity fee accordance with these rules where an application
is submitted to the Authority for obtaining
development permit or building permit under

(2) Where total or partial exemption from payment of
special amenity fee has been granted by the
Government under the Act, the special
amenity fee to the extent of exemption shall not
be leviable.

(1) The special amenity fee shall be assessed and
collected on the basis of gross area of the land
parcel multiplied by the rates set out in sub-rule
(2) below.

(2) The rates of special amenity fee shall not exceed
25 percent of the applicable development fee
prescribed for different development areas under
the Uttar Pradesh Urban Planning and
Development (Assessment, Levy and Collection
of Development Fee) Rules, 2014 (as amended
from time to time) for each of the special amenity
project,

(3) Subject to the provisions of sub-rule (2), the
actual amount of special amenity fee, in case of
one or more special amenity projects, shall be
determined by the Board constituted as per sub-
section (3) of section 20-A of the Act. The Board
shall also decide the span of time during which
special amenity fee shall be collected or the
Board may resolve to cease collecting the special
amenity fee whenever it deems fit.

(1) Subject to the provisions of the Act and these
rules, the applicant shall pay full amount of
special amenity fee as levied by the Authority
prior to the grant of permission under section 15
of the Act: '

Provided that for a plot size of more
than 1.0 hectares (10,000 square meters),
the Vice-Chairman of the Authority may
permit payment of special amenity fee in
installments over a  period of
maximum two years with 12 percent annual




rate of simple interest, if the applicant
furnishes a bank guarantee equivalent
to the total amount due as security to the
Authority. The bank guarantee shall be
released after payment of the full amount of
special amenity fee:

Provided further that in case of
default in timely payment of installments,
the applicant shall be liable to pay a penal
interest at the rate of 15 percent per annum
compounded annually.

(2) In case the applicant fails to pay the entire sum of
special amenity fee along with interest within the
specified period, the permission granted shall be
deemed to have lapsed.
